The comprehensive plan is the basis for all other planning
documents and tools in a community. It is critical to
leading and guiding the policies and vision of the future.
Community Engagement

Community engagement is critical to the entire project. The
engagement process provides insight to where the community
wishes to be in 10 to 20 years. The pages focllowing this section
outlines the different engagement techniques used in the
process. In addition, it will discuss major highlights resulting
from the various techniques. Community engagement will lead
to the development of the long range goals, objectives and/or
policies for the community.

Demographic/Socioeconomic Analysis

Population

Population examines the community’s current conditions from
the perspective of population; past populations, population by
ethnicity, population change based upon natural and
migration patterns, and populstion projections based upon
past trends, migration patterns, and any targeted growth
levels.

Housing and
Redevelopment
Housing is similar to population except it is focused on key
housing trends and needs. We will examine future housing
needs in a general capacity. Significant data will be gathered
from the current housing needs assessment.

Neighborhood Development and

Economic and Community Development Plan

The planning team will undertake an employment and
economic development analysis which examines employment
and jobs trends. This study will look at the current share of
jobs by sector existing in Falls City, aleng with the jobs actually
held by Falls City residents and their commuting habits. We
will also forecast future employment scenarios based on third-
party data and focus group interviews.

These data will serve as the background for an actionable
economic development strategy including future employment
projects, as well as future land use recommendations enabling
Falls City to accommodate the anticipated growth in a
thoughtful and economically sustainable manner.

In addition, MPC will develop economic development strategies
and technigues along with future goals/objectives/palicies.

Community Facilities Chapter

This looks at key facilities such as City Hall and museums, etc.
This chapter will also contain any goals/objectives/polices
identified for public facilities. This Chapter will have it own set
of goals and policies.

Communication/Utilities/Energy

This component examines and documents the different means
for communication within Falls City (newspaper, television, etc.).
In addition, this chapter is where our team will sit down with
the public utilities and City Engineer to discuss existing
conditions, planned upgrades, and needed improvements. This
will aid significantly in helping to determine future growth areas
of the community.

Parks and Recreation

Parks and recreation requires close collaboration with all
stakeholders to identify goals and policies for park and
recreational planning fulfilling the unique needs of the
community. Throughout the analysis of the parks and
recreation we will facilitate several meetings with key
stakeholders (in association with other meetings), including City
staff, board members, advisory committees and residents. In
Falls City, we will utilize the Comprehensive Plan update’s public
engagement activities to explore stakeholder thoughts and
needs on recreational opportunities. It is important all
stakeholders are engaged to reflect a true community-based
comprehensive plan.

Public Safety

This chapter looks at law enforcement at the City and county
level including facilities and locations; plus it will also examine
fire and rescue facilities and station locations within Falls City. It
will also include information on Emergency Management and
any other similar public safety component.



Project Approach

Hazards

Hazards component of the plan will simply be a reiteration of
key goals and policies from the most recent Hazard Mitigation
Plan (HMP) in which the City was involved. As decision makers
look to the comprehensive plan for guidance in the future,
they may or may not be aware of or think of the HMP. This
allows the key policies and projects from the HMP to become
apart of the overall planning process. Note: Since most HMPs
are updated every five-years, this material will need to be
amended in order to stay current.

Land Use, Community Character, and Urban Design Plan
Existing Land Use

The first critical step in any long-range land use section is
having a solid knowledge of the existing uses throughout the
community. Falls City has a vastly diversified land use pattern
between the many commercial, agricultural based uses and
residential  structures  throughout the  community.
Understanding past development patterns are critical to
understanding the community’s history and growth patterns.

Future Land Use Plan and Strategy/Managed Growth
Future and long-range land uses are what is desired; however,
managed growth is based on solid principles and guidelines;
the key in the implementation of the strategies.

Within the land use portion of the comprehensive plan, the
team will examine future redevelopment and infill potential.

The land use component will provide an evaluation of zoning
opportunities to address identified housing needs including,
affordable housing options, increases in density, new concepts
for smaller homes and building lots, options for “Missing
Middle” Housing and any other housing types for developing
quality workforce housing.

Annexation

The annexation component is fairly standard. State statutes
require the community to identify any Sanitary
Improvement Districts within the extraterritorial jurisdiction,
as well as any properties subject to annexation at the time
of the plan creation.

Transportation
Transportation examines the existing network for cars,
pedestrians, transit, and bicycles. In addition, any nearby air
and rail services.

During the transportation analysis, our team will also

examine the future growth of Falls City. As a result, concepts

for updating the existing and future network will be

examined and discussed.

Through the land use and transportation analysis, the team

will also look at future land use policies to ensure newer

developments are designed to be:

Implementation includes all of the goals/objectives/
polices developed for Falls City; plus, the zoning and
subdivision regulations will be updated in order to bring the
plan to fruition.

Zoning and Subdivision Regulations

The most important tool to implementing a comprehensive
plan is the zoning and subdivision regulations. MPC's team
will work very closely with staff to modify those parts of the
regulations needing help. Our approach is one that focuses
hard on creating a user-friendly document for both staff
and the general public.

User-friendly brings key things together including graphics
(drawings and photographs) to illustrate specific portions of the
regulations including the definitions. Other keys is to minimize,
where possible, the wordiness of the regulations without
relaxing the desired enforcement needed in the community.

The Falls City Comprehensive Plan and Zoning Update was started in the summer of 2012 and was
a partnership between Falls City EDGE and the City of Falls City.

The planning team included Marvin Planning Consultants, Olsson Associates and MindMixer. The
updates were the first full updates in nearly 20 years. The team was selected based upon their
community planning background and experience as well as their understanding of economic
development.

Falls City is located in the extreme southeast corner of Nebraska and is in close proximity to lowa,
Missouri, and Kansas. Their location aids in their ability to act as a minor retail trade areq;
however, the community’s proximity to St. Joseph, Kansas City, Lincoln, and Omaha actually creates
a large leakage on the local economy.

Items to Address:
There were several issues that the new plan and regulations needed to address:
« Strongly based around economic development strategies and policies
« The regulations brought up to date and include a number of approaches and items that were
not present when the existing regulations were put in place
« Strongly reflect the community’s involvement in historic preservation and Nebraska Main Street
» Look seriously at redevelopment and growth strategies for the community.

The City of Falls City began updating their local housing needs assessment which needed an
update by late 2019.

ORDINANCE NO. 2026-100

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF FALLS CITY, NEBRASKA, TO ADD §1-925 TO
THE MUNICIPAL CODE OF THE CITY OF FALLS CITY, NEBRASKA PROVIDING
FOR THE ROUNDING UP OR DOWN, TO THE NEAREST NICKEL, ANY CASH
TRANSACTION CONDUCTED WITH THE CITY DUE TO THE DISCONTINUANCE
OF THE PENNY; REPEALING MUNICIPAL CODE SECTIONS, ORDINANCES, AND
RESOLUTIONS IN CONFLICT HEREWITH; PROVIDING A SEVERABILITY
CLAUSE; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS the United States has discontinued the manufacturing of pennies, and the
duration of their continued circulation remains uncertain;

WHEREAS the Nebraska Legislature passed LB 838, approved by the Governor of the
State of Nebraska on April 17, 2026, which provides for the discretionary rounding up or down,
to the nearest nickel, cash transactions with customers;

WHEREAS it is therefore appropriate and necessary for the City to adopt provisions like
those included within LB 838;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL
OF THE CITY OF FALLS CITY, NEBRASKA:

Section 1: Chapter 1, Article 9, §1-925 be added to the Municipal Code of the City of
Falls City Nebraska to read as follows:

§1-925 FISCAL MANAGEMENT; ROUNDING OF CASH TRANSACTION TO
NEAREST FIVE CENTS.

1. In any case in which a customer’s total cash transaction amount with the City, including
any taxes, fees, surcharges, assessments, and other governmental charges, or the final cash
amount paid out or returned to a customer ends with one, two, six, or seven as the final
digit of the number of cents for the transaction, the City will round down such number of
cents to the nearest number of cents divisible by five.

2. In any case in which a customer’s total cash transaction amount with the City, including
any taxes, fees, surcharges, assessments, and other governmental charges, or the final cash
amount paid out or returned to a customer ends with three, four, eight, or nine as the final



digit of the number of cents for the transaction, the City will round up such number of cents
to the nearest number of cents divisible by five.

3. Rounding pursuant to this Ordinance shall be applied solely to the final settled cash
amount paid by, paid out to, or returned to a customer. Rounding under this Ordinance
shall not alter (i) the sales price of any good or service; (ii) the amount of any tax calculated
or imposed under state or local law; and (iii) any regulatory fee, government-imposed fee,
surcharge, assessment, or other charge required by law.

Section 2. Any Municipal Code section, ordinance, or resolution in conflict herewith is
hereby repealed.

Section 3. If any section, clause, provision or part of any section, clause, or provision of
this Ordinance or the application thereof to any person or circumstance is held unconstitutional,
such invalidity or unconstitutionality shall not affect the validity or application of any other
section, provision, or part of this Ordinance.

Section 4. This Ordinance shall take effect and be in full force from and after its passage,
approval, and publication or posting as required by law.

Stone Street Amphitheater & Park Project

The Stone Street Amphitheater & Park began as a community-driven vision during the 2023 listening sessions held as
part of Falls City's application to become a Nebraska Certified Creative District. One of the strongest themes expressed
by residents was the desire for a downtown gathering space that could host performances, community events, library
programming, and provide green space for residents and visitors.

Since that time, the Falls City Creative District and Falls City Chamber & Main Street have worked diligently to advance
the project through planning, public input, design revisions, and grant applications. Over the past several years, we have
pursued numerous funding opportunities to ensure the project could move forward with minimal local tax impact.

To date, the project has secured:
e The donation of the project property from Granada Enterprises.
e Asignificant private contribution from the Stalder Foundation.

e Three grant awards, including the Nebraska Arts Council Creative District Development Grant, Nebraska Civic &
Community Center Financing Fund, and the National Endowment for the Arts

‘These funds will allow us to construct the core amphitheater and green space, and much needed sidewalk renovations
surround the park. We are also working on renovation plans for the Mini Park which include a concrete walking path to
connect the park to the city parking lot to the west, children’s interactive musical play equipment, new picnic style
seating and public restrooms using local contractors when available.

We have also met with Trevor Campbell regarding the City's assistance with the project. The City has agreed to complete
the demolition and removal of the existing sidewalks and curbs, as well as haul away the concrete debris. This in-kind
contribution significantly reduces project costs and demonstrates the City's commitment to the success of the
amphitheater. We sincerely appreciate the City's willingness to provide labor, equipment, and expertise to help move
this community project forward.

As the project progresses, we anticipate conducting local fundraising, if necessary, for additional amenities such as picnic
tables, benches, decorative lighting, and to complete remaining features of both the amphitheater and adjacent mini
park.

At this time, we are requesting City Council approval of the sidewalk and amphitheater/green space construction bids
prepared by A Masterpiece Design and approval to use the CCCFF grant funds awarded to the city to pay for the
sidewalk renovations and remaining balance of the park project up to the grant amount of $265,000. Upon your
approval, we anticipate the project to begin with sidewalk tear out this week with construction to begin immediately
following. A Masterpiece Design’s work should wrap up by early October, weather pending.



This project represents years of community planning, collaboration, and successful grant writing and will become a
lasting community asset for residents and visitors alike.
